Includes transportation,
naturalist guide, and lunch voucher for use in our General
Store. Additional $20 park admission fee per adult (waived for
Yosemite Annual Pass or America the Beautiful Pass holders).

DIFFICULTY/AGE LIMIT

Participants should be comfortable walking up to 3 miles

at elevations up to 6,000 feet. There are modest climbs and
descents (approximately 400 feet of elevation gain/loss per
mile) on this hike. The trip is suitable for fit individuals ages
8 and above.

MEETING PLACE
Meet 15 minutes before departure at the Rush Creek Lodge
Recreation Desk (located in the Guest Lounge).

WHAT TO BRING
+ Completed trip registration forms
* Small backpack with at least 32 oz water and snacks
* Proper footwear — tennis shoes or hiking boots
+ Layered clothing including wind/rain jacket or fleece
* Bug repellant, sunscreen, hat and sunglasses
+ Camera and binoculars (optional)
* Swimsuit and towel
